UPON MOTION of Vice Chairman Shue, seconded by Commissioner Measmer and
unanimously carried, the Board approved the agenda as amended.

3. Discussion Items - No Action

3.1 County Manager - Cabarrus Recovery Grants Update

Elizabeth Landrum, Management Analyst, and Peticia Ritch, Senior
Accountant, presented a PowerPoint presentation to provide an update regarding
the American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) funds to date. Information included the
following:

A discussion ensued. During discussion, Ms. Landrum, Ms. Ritch and Evan
Lee, General Counsel, responded to questions from the Board.
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3.2 County Manager - Concord Library Exterior Alley Project Discussion

Kelly Sifford, Assistant County Manager, presented a funding request in
the amount of $80,000 in the FY25 budget with a projected request of $250,000
in the FY26 budget to redo the alley next to the Concord Library. The goal would
be to provide a safe area for persons walking to and from the parking garage to
the library.

There was discussion throughout the presentation. During discussion, Ms.
Sifford; Michael Miller, Design and Construction Manager; Chief Deputy Tessa
Burchett; and Evan Lee, General Counsel, responded to questions from the Board.

Rodney Harris, Deputy County Manager, provided additional comments.

Should this item be funded in FY25, staff will bring proposals back to
the Board for consideration.

4. Discussion Items - For Action

4.1 Active Living and Parks - Hartsell/Top Gun School Use Agreement

Londa Strong, Active Living and Parks Director, advised the process of
developing an agreement and "leasing" the elementary school outdoor athletic
facilities began a few years ago. Currently, Concord Parks and Recreation has
assumed responsibilities for all indoor programming and maintenance of the
elementary schools inside the city limits. In continuing to share the elementary
schools with the local Volunteer Athletic Associations, the Agreement specifies
the responsibilities of the Association and the County Schools or Cabarrus
County. Chuck Taylor, Director of Facilities for Cabarrus County Schools, and
the County attorney have reviewed and approved the agreement. The Hartsell/Top
Gun Use Agreement for Rocky River Elementary School was provided for the board’s
consideration.

4.2 BOC - Appointments to Boards and Committees

Chairman Morris reported information regarding appointments to boards and
committees was provided in the agenda. He announced for the benefit of the
public, that there are always vacancies, and encouraged people to get involved.
He advised these appointment requests would be included in the Consent section
of the January 16, 2024, regular meeting agenda.

4.3 County Manager - Appointment to Harrisburg Planning and Zoning Board for
Extraterritorial Jurisdiction

Kelly Sifford, Assistant County Manager, ©presented the Town of
Harrisburg’s request to appoint a new member to the Planning and Zoning Board.
Cabarrus County was required to appoint an extraterritorial board member in the
past, however, it has become very difficult to find volunteers in the required
area. Harrisburg has amended the requirements to allow the member to come from
the planning area rather than just the extraterritorial jurisdiction. The Town
requests permission allowing them to appoint the position. The clerk provided
three applications currently on file for the board’s consideration.

A brief discussion ensued. During discussion, Ms. Sifford and Rich Koch,
County Attorney, responded to questions from the board.

4.4 County Manager- Dedication of a Utility Easement on Ramdin Court

Kelly Sifford, Assistant County Manager, reported Cabarrus County
dedicated Ramdin Court as a public right of way. As part of that process, the
City of Concord requires the dedication of permanent public utility easements
along the right of way. The dedication will allow for property owners at the
rear to access it and allow for public maintenance. The agreement for the
proposed area of dedication was provided for the board’s review.

A brief discussion ensued. During discussion, Ms. Sifford responded to
questions from the Board.

4.5 County Manager - Nuisance Ordinance

Kelly Sifford, Assistant County Manager, and Evan Lee, General Counsel,
presented a draft ordinance crafted by staff (as previously directed by the
Board) to address illegal occupancy of homes, cars, vans or shelters of any
type. A second component addresses salvage and trash. The ordinance may also
apply to certain wvacant properties that become an attractive nuisance. There
has been an increase of complaints.
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A lengthy discussion ensued. During discussion, Ms. Sifford, Mr. Lee, and
Matt Love, Construction Standards Director, responded to questions from the
Board.

4.6 County Manager - Resolution for Medication Assisted Treatment (MAT)
Delivered through the Cabarrus County Community Paramedicine Program

Aalece Pugh, Assistant County Manager, and Kara Clark, EMS Deputy Chief,
presented a proposed resolution for the Board’s consideration. It would utilize
opioid settlement funds for a mobile Medication Assisted Treatment (MAT) unit
through the Community Paramedic Program. Their focus would be to deliver FDA
approved medication due in the case of an overdose and assistance with resources
for extended treatment and long-term recovery.

A discussion ensued. During discussions, Ms. Clark and Ms. Pugh responded
to questions from the Board.

Rodney Harris, Deputy County Manager, provided additional funding
information.

4.7 County Manager - Resolution for Medication-Assisted Treatment (MAT) for
Incarcerated Persons

Aalece Pugh, Assistant County Manager, and Chief Deputy Burchett presented
a proposed resolution for the Board’s consideration. It would allow the
Sheriff’s Office Detention Center and Cabarrus Health Alliance, the
administrator of Cabarrus County’s Stepping Up re-entry program, to use opioid
funds to develop a Medication Assisted Treatment (MAT) program. The intent is
to use FDA-approved medications in combination with behavioral therapies to
treat opioid use disorders (OUD) to promote long term recovery, reduce
recidivism, and improve the physical and mental health of those incarcerated
and released.

A discussion ensued. During discussion, Deputy Chief Tessa Burchett;
Dr. Pugh, Rodney Harris, Deputy County Manager; and Kara Clark, EMS Deputy
Chief; responded to questions from the Board.

4.8 County Manager - Transfer of Assets at CC Griffin Middle School

Kelly Sifford, Assistant County Manager, and Rich Koch, County Attorney,
advised the City of Concord requested a Bill of Sale in connection with a
transfer of the sewer lines on the C.C. Griffin Middle School property initially
transferred in February 2012. The asset transfer did not follow the legal
process at the time. The transfer of assets was approved by the BOC, the school
board, and city council at that time. Documentation was provided for the board’s
review and consideration.

4.9 County Manager -Water and Sewer Authority of Cabarrus County Pretreatment
Agreement

Kelly Sifford, Assistant County Manager, presented the proposed WSACC
agreement deals with the requirements of pretreatment of wastewater into the
system. The current agreement expired at the end of 2023. The new inter-
jurisdictional agreement is proposed to run for a period of twenty years. It
would allow WSACC more ability to enforce corporate non-compliance. Legal has
reviewed the agreement and does not feel it places any new responsibilities or
liabilities on the county.

4.10 DHS - Budget Revision for Additional ARPA Congregate Nutrition Funds

Tammy Bare, Interim Adult and Aging Services Program Administrator,
presented a budget amendment for the Board’s consideration. It provides for the
additional ARPA funds for The Cabarrus County Congregate Nutrition (LunchPlus)
program received through the Centralina Area Agency on Aging. A county match is
not required.

A Dbrief discussion ensued. During discussion, Ms. Bare responded to
questions from the Board.

BOC - Fred Y. McConnell American Legion Post 51 Presentation of 2023 Edition of the
Oakwood Cemetery Military Burial Roster

BRIEF SUMMARY:

The Fred Y. McConnell American Legion Post 51 in Concord would like to present to
Cabarrus County and the Cabarrus County Sheriff's Department copies of the 2023 Edition
of the Oakwood Cemetery Military Burial Roster which contains the names and
documentations of 1,619 war casualties and veterans buried in Oakwood Cemetery.

Post 51 would also like to present a copy of the 2023 roster to the Cabarrus County Library
Lore History Room.

The 2023 Edition contains the history of and names of the Cabarrus County Veterans who
were responsible for the building of, running of, conducting court, and the Sheriff of our 1876
historic courthouse. The vast majority of these veterans are buried in Oakwood Cemetery
and this roster contains their names with documentation of military service and their
responsibilities associated with our 1876 historic courthouse. This edition is dedicated to a
veteran and fallen Police Officer, Ralph C. Kennerly. Ralph C. Kennerly served in Co L, the
Concord National Guard Company, in the 1916 - 1917 Mexican Punitive Expedition to the
border and as a Pfc. Military Policeman in France during WWI with the 30th "Old Hickory"
Division. Upon returning home to Concord after the war he joined the Concord Police
Department and soon died of gunshot wounds on 19 October 1920. Ralph Kennerly is buried
in Oakwood Cemetery. His grave is maintained by Post 51 with a bronze American Legion
grave maker topped with a United States of America Flag and a blue ribbon. Officer Kennerly
also has a memorial at the Concord Police Department

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OUR 1876 HISTORICAL CABARRUS COUNTY COURTHOUSE

“The Veterans who built and administered the courthouse”

Cabarrus County in the state of North Carolina and its courthouse “Cabarrus County Courthouse” were named in the honor of
Stephen Cabarrus. Stephen Cabarrus was born in France in 1754 and immigrated to America during the Revolutionary War. He
settled in Edenton, Chowan County, North Carolina and served two terms as the Speaker of the North Carolina House of
Commons. His first term was from 1789 — 1793 and his second term was from 1800 — 1805. In Edenton, he met and married
the well-to-do widow Jeanne Henrietta d’Amery Bodley who was also born in France. Jeanne was born abt.1740 making her
about 14 years his senior. When Stephen married Jeanne he became the master of his wife’s estate Pembroke Plantation
which held 1,980 acres of land and 60 slaves. Historical records show that Stephen Cabarrus often ran fugitive slave ads in
eastern North Carolina newspapers in an attempt to bring those who ran away and return them to Pembroke.

In 1792 the newly formed Cabarrus County was created from a portion of Mecklenburg County. This newly formed county
which was named for Stephen Cabarrus was never visited by its namesake Stephen Cabarrus.

Stephen Cabarrus died on 4 August 1808. His wife Jeanne died on 10 November 1799. Both Stephen and Jeanne are buried in
the St. Paul’s Episcopal Churchyard in Edenton, Chowan County, North Carolina.

History of the Cabarrus County Courthouse
Much is known about the 1876 Cabarrus County historic courthouse. Facts known are who owned the property the courthouse
was built upon, that the construction was started in 1875 and completed in 1876 at the cost of $30,000, the types of materials
used in its’ construction, the architectural style, the history of the clock in the tower, the history of the bell in the tower, and
the names of those responsible for building the courthouse are all known. In May 1973, the organization Historic Cabarrus was
formed to save the courthouse from destruction and to restore it to its former glory. In the 70’s the mindset was to “tear down
those old building” and build new very modern ones. Go modern was the flavor of the day. On 15 May 1974 an application was
completed and submitted to the National Register of Historic Places for the purpose of saving this old courthouse.

The names are documented of those who were responsible for building the 1876 courthouse and jail. They were the elected
Cabarrus County Commissioners who voted to build it, the building committee, and those who were the administrators that
worked in the new 1876 courthouse, and the Sheriff who was responsible for the new jail.

Who were those people who built and originally ran the courthouse? Not just their names, not just the positions they held, but
who really were these people? Defining who these people are is the purpose of this research. What is now known is that those
responsible for building and running the 1876 courthouse and jail were veterans.

The logical starting point to define who these people really were that had the responsible for the building of the new
courthouse and jail would be to begin with the Cabarrus County Commissioners.
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Cabarrus County Commissioners and veterans elected and in office in 1874:

J. N. Brown, Chairman —

James Napoleon Brown was born in Concord, NC on 23 October 1827, He served with Co I, North Carolina Foot Volunteer
Infantry Regiment during the Mexican War. On 17 June 1856 he was appointed Post Mater in Concord. When North Carolina
seceded he enlisted in Co A “Cabarrus Riflemen”, 52" NC Infantry Regiment. On 3 July 1863 he was with the “Cabarrus
Riflemen” near the “Bloody Angle” at Gettysburg when he was wounded while making “Pickett’s Charge” against Cemetery
Ridge. Being wounded, he was also captured and held prisoner at Ft. McHenry, Maryland and later transferred to Ft. Delaware,
Delaware. He was held prisoner at Ft. Delaware until paroled and released in April 1865 after taking the “Oath of Allegiance”.
Returning to Concord, James again became the Postmaster of Concord and held that position for ten years. In 1874 he became
the Chairman of Cabarrus County Commissioners until 1876 while the new Courthouse and jail was being constructed. He was
elected Mayor of Concord and held that position from 1877 to 1878. In 1884 he was the Cabarrus County Coroner. James as an
elderly man was beloved in Concord. He was called “Colonel Jimmy” not for his military rank but as an honorary title. He was
married Martha Elizabeth Wallace in Concord on 13 June 1855. They were the parents of nine children. On 3 January 1923
James Napoleon Brown died. He and Martha are buried in the Oakwood Cemetery, Sect. D-27.

D.S. Caldwell -

Daniel Stanhope Caldwell was born 15 October 1817 in Mecklenburg County, NC to Robert and Susan Caldwell. He lived in the
Poplar Tent Community of Cabarrus County and attended Poplar Tent Presbyterian Church. He was married to Martha Wilson
b. 3 June 1828 in Cabarrus County. They had two children when Martha died on 13 January 1860 age 31 years.

When North Carolina seceded, Daniel enlisted in Co F, 4t North Carolina Senior Reserves on 29 June 1861, age 44. On 12 April
1865, Daniel S. Caldwell with Co F met up with what is known as “Stoneman’s Raid” and was captured in Salisbury, North
Carolina by the forces of Maj. Gen. George Stoneman. On this date, Salisbury was under attack by 6,000 Federal Cavalry with
their target set as the Confederate Prison in Salisbury. Stoneman’s forces had crossed the Yadkin River and was about 2 and
one half miles north of Salisbury at Grant’s Creek when they met about 500 “rag tag” Confederates made up of 200 “galvanized
Irish” Union soldiers recruited from the Salisbury Prison to fight for the Confederacy, Confederate soldiers gathered from the
Salisbury hospital, young boys in the Junior Reserves, aged men in the Senior Reserves, and a few local citizens. These
defenders of Salisbury were quickly overwhelmed and prisoners were taken to include Pvt. Daniel Stanhope Caldwell age 47.

Daniel was then sent to the military prison in Louisville, Kentucky. On 1 May 1865 he was transferred to the Union prison,
Camp Chase in Columbus Ohio arriving there on May 4, 1865. On 13 June 1865 he was paroled and released after taking the
“Oath of Allegiance” and returned to Concord. His age was 47 years and his prison records describe him as complexion fair, hair
gray, eyes blue, height 5’11 and1/2”. Returning to Concord he married Elizabeth L. who was born 12 October 1840 and died 29
May 1871 age 30 years. Records show that he was married again to Elizabeth E. Query on 2 March 1873 and again to Jane A.
King Hurley on 12 October 1878. On 5 May 1887, Daniel Stanhope Caldwell died, eleven years after the new Cabarrus County
Courthouse and jail opened. He is buried in the Poplar Tent Presbyterian Church Cemetery alongside his wives Martha and
Elizabeth.

D.M. Cress -

Daniel Melanchthon Cress was born 24 Oct 1840 in Mt. Pleasant, Cabarrus County to Daniel M. and Catherine Ludwick Cress.
At age 21 years he enlisted as a Private in Co F “Cabarrus Rangers”, 15t NC Cavalry Regiment, 9th NC State Troops on 15 June
1861 in Concord when Rufus Barringer and his brother Victor Barringer organized a company of cavalry. He served throughout
the war in many engagements with the “Cabarrus Rangers”. After the war he returned to Cabarrus County and married Martha
Josephine Cunningham on 9 July 1868 in Rowan County. Martha was born in Rowan County on 23 February 1849. Daniel and
Martha lived in the #6 Township of Cabarrus County where Daniel was a farmer. They were the parents of nine children.
Martha was the first to die. She died at the age of 68 years on 19 February 1918. Daniel was 79 years when he died on 2
January 1920. Both are buried in the St. John’s Lutheran Church Cemetery, Plot 4E-4.
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Jacob Stirewalt -

Jacob Franklin “Frank” Stirewalt born 2 December 1838, Rowan County, NC to Allison and Elizabeth Lewis Stirewalt. Livingin
Rowan County, NC, “Frank” Stirewalt at age 23 years enlisted in Salisbury, NC in September 1861 as a Private in Co D “Oakland
Guards” 34t North Carolina Infantry Regiment, Scales Brigade. His duty was a teamster. Teamsters were the men who tended
to the horses and drove the supply wagons which accompanied the infantry. Frank married Laura Ellen Weddington. They had
seven children. His occupations listed in census 1850 — 1910 are farmer, carpenter, textile. Frank died on 21 September 1911
and was buried in the Oakwood Cemetery along with his wife Laure in Sect. G-15.

H.C. McAllister —

Harvey Caswell McAllister born 8 September 1835 in Gaston County, North Carolina to George & Elizabeth Plunk McAllister. At
the age of 24 years he enlisted in Gastonia on 9 April 1861 as a Private in Co A, 20t North Carolina Infantry. On 7 August 1861
he was elected 3" Lt. of Co A, 20" NC. On 6 April 1862 he transferred as a 3" Lt. to Co H “Cabarrus Phalanx”, 8t" NC Infantry
Regiment. Co H “Cabarrus Phalanx” was formed in Mt. Pleasant. Co H was stationed on Roanoke Island, North Carolina when
they were overwhelmed by Union forces and captured on 8 February 1862. Co H was taken to Elizabeth City, NC where they
were paroled and exchanged on 21 February 1862. The company was re-assembled at Camp Mangum near Raleigh where they
became part of Gen. T.L. Clingman’s Brigade and sent to Wilmington. In February 1863 Co H was sent to James Island near
Wilmington then after a couple weeks sent by train to Savannah. Again Co H was sent James Island and began work on the
fortification of Battery Wagner. They were positioned nearby Battery Wagner when Union forces had landed on nearby Morris
Island. On 18 July 1863 the assault on Battery Wagner began and if full view of Co H. The Union infantry assault had failed with
huge losses to Union forces but a siege by Navy ships began and lasted fifty eight days. Note: This infantry ground assault on
Battery Wagner by the 54t Massachusetts, a Black infantry unit, is depicted in the movie “Glory”.

March 30, 1863 Co H marched to Charleston, boarded a train for Wilmington, after spending the greatest part of 1863 in the
defense of Charleston. Harvey was promoted to 15t Lt. on 1 February 1864. Co H served along the coast of North Carolina and
moved into Virginia where they served in the Petersburg Campaign of March — April 1864. From May —June 1864 they served
at Cold Harbor where many were killed and captured. Co H stayed in Virginia until March 1865 when they returned to North
Carolina and the remnants of the 8th NC then fought at the last major battle of the war, Battle of Bentonwville.

In 1862 Harvey C. McAllister was married in Mt. Pleasant to Francis “Fannie” Cook the sister of Capt. Jonas Cook of Co H, 8t NC.
Harvey and Fannie had seven children. Harvey was both a farmer and contractor and became involved in politics. Besides
being a Cabarrus County Commissioner in 1874, he would also serve in both the North Carolina House of Representatives and
Senate. In 1889 he was elected Mayor of Mt. Pleasant.

Harvey Caswell McAllister died on 11 October 1914. His wife Fannie was born in Mt. Pleasant in 1845 and died in1918. They
are both buried in the cemetery of the Lutheran Church of The Holy Trinity, aka Holy Trinity Lutheran Church Cemetery in Mt.
Pleasant.

Dr.Robert Brown McAllister the former Superintendent of Cabarrus County Schools and noted Cabarrus County Historian and is
credited for forming the Eastern Cabarrus Historical Society and saving and restoring the old campus of the Mt. Pleasant
Military Institute. He is the son of Robert Lee (named for Gen. Robert E. Lee) and Martha Jane Misenheimer McAllister and the
grandson of Harvey Caswell and Francis “Fannie” Christine Cook McAllister. Dr.R.B. McAllister along with his parents and
grandparents are buried in the Holy Trinity Lutheran Church Cemetery. The Lutheran Church of The Holy Trinity was formed
after the war by returning Confederate veterans. Twenty six Confederate veterans and church members are buried in its
cemetery.
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Cabarrus County Commissioners elected and in office in 1876:

R. W. Allison, Chairman

Robert “Wash” Washington Allison, born 24 April 1809, Charlotte, Mecklenburg County, NC. His occupation was farmer and
merchant. On 16 Feb 1839 he along with John T. Phifer, Daniel Moreau Barringer, and Gen. Paul Mathias Barringer started the
Concord Steam Cotton Factory which produced cotton yarn, shirting, and nails. Daniel Moreau Barringer would become a U.S.
Representative and person friend of Abraham Lincoln. Gen. Paul Mathias Barringer, War of 1812, who died in 1844 was the
father of Daniel Moreau Barringer, Maj. Victor Clay Barringer, co-founder of Co F “Cabarrus Rangers” who would host Pres.
Jefferson Davis in his Concord home when Pres. Davis was on his escape route. Victor would later become a Judge on the
World Court of Appeals in Cairo, Egypt, and Gen. Rufus Barringer, 15t NC Cavalry, and Paul Barringer who had moved to
Mississippi, acquiring a large amount of land in the “Chickasaw Purchase” becoming a Planter, a member of the Mississippi
Legislature and one of the founders of the University of Mississippi. In 1859 the mills was sold to John McDonald and his sons,
one of which was James McDonald. The cotton mill was renamed “John McDonald and Sons Steam Cotton Factory”. In 1877
the mill was sold to Capt. John Milton Odell, Co M, 22" NC Infantry and renamed “Odell — Locke Cotton Mill”. Capt. John
Milton Odell was married to Elisabeth Adeline “Annie” Allison the daughter of Robert Washington Allison. Robert served as
Postmaster of Concord in the 1830’s. Register of Deeds 1839 — 1840 and four terms as a Justice of the Local Court of Pleas and
Quarter Sessions. “Wash” was the first Chairman of Cabarrus County Schools serving from 1841 — 1847.

“Wash”served as Chairman of Cabarrus County Commissioners until 1878. He wrote the first history of Cabarrus County and
served as a Trustee of Davidson College 1870 — 1874. He and his wife Sarah were members of First Presbyterian Church in
Concord. He and Sarah Phifer were married in Concord on 31 May 1842. They had five surviving children. Sarah Phifer Allison
is the daughter of John T. Phifer born 1 September 1779 died 18 October 1845 and Ester “Hattie” Fulenwider Phifer born 3
October 1781 Lincoln County, NC died 15 March 1846 Cabarrus County. John and “Hattie” Phifer are buried in the Phifer Family
Cemetery in Concord. Sarah Phifer Allison is the sister of Elizabeth Phifer Gibson who was married to James C. Gibson the
Cabarrus County Clerk of Superior Court 1872 — 1871. Sarah is also the sister of Robert “Wash” Washington Allison and his wife
Sarah Phifer Allison are buried in the Memorial Garden Cemetery in Concord. “Wash” was the county’s oldest and most
prominent citizen when he died 21 September1898, age 89.

M.L. Bost

Martin Luther Bost was born in Cabarrus County to John H. and Catharine Boger Bost, both of whom are buried at St. John’s
Lutheran Church. John H. Bost was the founder of the historic 1810 Bost Grist Mill located on Hwy. 200 south of Concord. They
were the parents of twelve children.

Martin Bost enlisted as 3 Cpl. on 15 June 1861 in a Co F “Cabarrus Rangers” a cavalry company being formed in Concord by
Rufus and Victor Barrlinger. Co F “Cabarrus Rangers” would be in the 15t NC Cavalry Regt., 9t NC State Troops with Rufus
Barringer later rising to the rank of General of the 1st. NC Cavalry Regiment. Martin served with the “Cabarrus Rangers” and
was promoted to Sgt. before he was discharged at age 35 on 15 May 1863 when he furnished a substitute.

About 1855, Martin married Rosetta Crowell. One of Martin and Rosetta’s children was Mary Ella Bost born 1 March 1857, died
4 May 1938. Mary Ella married James William Cannon, born 25 April 1852 in Mecklenburg County, died 19 December 1921.
William or better known as J.W. was the founder of Cannon Mills Inc. One of their sons Charles Albert went on to become
President and Chairman of Cannon Mills. Charles was better known as C.A. Cannon. Martin Luther Bost is the grandfather of
C.A. Cannon and the great great grandfather of Robin Hayes who would be elected to the U.S. House of Representatives.
Martin Luther Bost and wife Rosetta Crowell Bost are buried in the St. Paul’s Methodist Church Cemetery located on Hwy 200
nest to the Bost Grist Mill property. Mary Ella Bost Cannon and her husband James William Cannon along with many members
of the Cannon family, to include C.A. Cannon, are buried in Oakwood Cemetery.

D.S. Caldwell-
Daniel Stanhope Caldwell, Co F, 4th North Carolina Senior Reserves, Poplar Tent Church Cemetery, see previous information on
page 2.
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C.H. Erwin-

Charles Harris Erwin was born 6 May 1822 in Cabarrus County Rocky River community. He enlisted in Co F “Cabarrus Rangers”
in Concord and was mustered into service with Co F, 15t NC Cavalry, 9t NC State Troops in Raleigh on 15 June 1861. Camp
Mangum was the large North Carolina military training camp that was located on the grounds of where the NC State Fair and
NC State football stadium sits and also the surrounding area to include Meredith College. Charles served with Co F “Cabarrus
Rangers” throughout the war. Charles was married prior to the war to Mary Elizabeth Bost who died 19 October 1867 at age
30 years. Charles and Mary had two sons, John C. 1861 — 1866 and Edward S. 1863 — 1927. Elizabeth, John C. and Edwards S.
are all buried in the Rocky River Presbyterian Church Cemetery. Charles married a second time to Sarah Virginia Pharr
Johnston. She was first married in 1861 to Capt. William Johnston Co B, 20t NC Infantry who was killed at Chancelorsville,
Virginia on 4 May 1863. He is buried in the Rocky River Presbyterian Church Cemetery. Sarah and William Johnston had one
daughter Willie E. Johnston who married John C. Wadsworth, occupation Hardware Merchant. John was one of the two
partners in the York and Wadsworth Hardware Company in Concord.

Charles Harris Erwin died 20 October 1885. His will was probated on 26 October 1885 in the new Cabarrus County courthouse
by Probate Judge James C. Gibson who had served in Co A “Cabarrus Guards”, 20t NC infantry. Among the property Charles
owned was 140 acres bordering Coddle Creek known as “Russell Place”, 136 acres on the other side of Coddle Creek known as
“Morrison Place’, and 140 acres along Rocky River known as “Old Sam Erwin Place”. Charles is buried in the Rocky River
Presbyterian Church Cemetery.

H.C. McAllister -
1st Lt. Harvey Caswell McAllister Co H “Cabarrus Phalanx” 8t NC Infantry, Holy Trinity Lutheran Church Cemetery, see previous
information on page 3.

Cabarrus County Sheriff:
Richard S. Harris, Sheriff -
Richard Sadler Harris held this elected position from 1872 to 1877. Born in Rock Hill, South Carolina on 4 Jan 1835 he was living
in Concord in 1861 when North Carolina seceded from the Union. He volunteered in 1861 to serve with Co B which was formed
in Concord. Co B was initially assigned to the 10th NC Regiment and soon redesignated the 20t North Carolina Infantry
Regiment. Richard was elected 3™ Lt. of Company B. He rose through the ranks of Co B and when he reached the rank of 1st Lt.
his abilities were needed elsewhere and he was reassigned as AQM “Adjutant Quartermaster” of 20t Regiment and later
promoted to Captain AQM of Gen. R.D. Johnston’s Brigade, Army of Northern Virginia. The 20t NC had served in the Brigades
of Gen. Garland, Gen. Iverson, and Gen. R.D. Johnston and had fought at Fredericksburg, Chancellorsville, and Gettysburg.

When the war was over, Richard S. Harris returned to Concord and later in 1871 he decided to use the administrative abilities
and talents he had learned as a Confederate Adjutant Quartermaster Officer and ran for Sheriff of Cabarrus County. He was
elected and took office in 1872.

Since the old courthouse had burned and Cabarrus County needed a new courthouse and jail, he was the first Sheriff of
Cabarrus County to manage this new jail and deputies and work closely with the administrators and judiciary of Cabarrus
County. On 6 Jul 1911, Sheriff Harris died and he was buried in Oakwood Cemetery, Sect. D-31.
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Superior Court Judges:

David Schenck, Superior Court Judge Ninth Judicial District of North Carolina.

Judge David Schenck was the first judge to hold court in the newly constructed Cabarrus County Courthouse. This first court
was held on 3 July 1876. Judge David Schenck was born in Lincolnton, North Carolina on 24 Mar 1835 to David Warlick, a
surgeon, and Susan Bevins Schenck. He is the grandson of Dr. Michael Schenck, medical doctor and pharmacist in Lincolnton,
who in 1814 built the Schenck — Warlick Mill, the first cotton mill in North Carolina. David attended Richmond Hill Law School in
Yadkin County, NC and began the practice of law in Dallas, Gaston County, NC where he met and married Sallie Wilfong
Ramseur the sister of Stephen Dodson Ramseur who would later become a General in the Confederate States of America Army.
He then became the county solicitor of Gaston County. In 1860 he and his wife Sallie moved to Lincolnton where he became
the solicitor. In 1861 with war looming he became the youngest delegate to the North Carolina Secession Convention. When
the war began he became the Confederate States receiver for the state of North Carolina in Raleigh. He took this position due
to his health conditions and not being suitable for active military service. As a money receiver, his duty was to handle huge
sums of money for the Confederacy and North Carolina to support the war effort and the growing number of recruits coming
into the service of North Carolina and the Confederate States Army. In the immediate post war period, he became a trustee at
Davidson College.

After the war, his position as a leader in the Ku Klux Klan and his resistance to the Radical Reconstruction policies of the
Republican Party won him a seat in 1874 as the Superior Court Judge of the Ninth Judicial District of North Carolina. He held
that position until 1882. On 3 July 1876 he was on the bench in Concord for the first trial held in the newly constructed
Cabarrus County courthouse. He had invited Zebulon “Zeb” Vance, the former war time Governor of North Carolina, to come to
Concord and speak at the opening of the new court room. Zebulon Vance accepted Judge Schenck’s invitation and came to
Concord. In 1880 the University of North Carolina recognized his legal services and awarded him an honorary LLD. He had also
been offered a seat on the North Carolina Supreme Court but declined to continue his more private life and practice of law he
was having in Greensboro. There are other possible reasons why he was not Chief Justice and those are scathing newspaper
articles written about his past. While living in Greensboro, in 1887, he founded the Guilford Battlefield Company to preserve
the Revolutionary War Guilford Battlefield. He is credited and recognized for saving the battlefield. Judge David Schenck died in
Greensboro, NC on 26 August 1902 and is buried in the Green Hill Cemetery, Greensboro, NC.

William James Montgomery, Superior Court Judge Ninth Judicial District of North Carolina.
Judge William James Montgomery was the first Superior Court Judge to reside in Concord. He was appointed by Governor
Scales in 1885.

Born 14 August 1834 in Montgomery County, NC to Dr. John Henry and Mary Ann Christian Montgomery who had moved to
Concord from Montgomery County. Both John and Mary Ann are buried in Oakwood Cemetery Sect. D-16.

In 1855 William graduated from University of North Carolina. His occupation was attorney. He practiced law in Albemarle,
Stanly County, NC until 1868 On 19 July 1853 in Stanly County he married Mary Glover Cottrell b. 30 Mar 1837 in NC, d. 18 Sep
1869 age 32 years. They had one child a daughter, Anna Montgomery 1866 —1932. William married a second time to Lucy
Mayfield Richmond b. 15 Dec 1846 Caswell County, NC d. 19 Nov 1921, Concord, NC. Buried Oakwood Cemetery Sect. D-16.
They had seven children.

William’s law practice was interrupted by the war when he enlisted as a Captain on 29 July 1861 at age 25 years in Albemarle in
Co D “Stanly Yankee Hunters”, 28t NC Infantry Regiment. He served as a Captain in Co D. On 12 June 1862 he was promoted
to the rank of Major in the 28t NC. On 17 October 1862 and after a medical examination he resigned as a Major due to health
reasons and declared unable to perform duties as a soldier. However, he did not leave military service but was promoted to Lt.
Colonel as a Judge Advocate in the 28t NC Regiment. After the war. he returned to Albemarle to practice law and became the
Solicitor of Stanly County. In 1874 he and his family moved to Concord, Cabarrus County to become the Solicitor of Cabarrus
County from 1874 to 1883. He was the Cabarrus County Solicitor when the new 1876 courthouse and jail were completed. In
1885 he was appointed Cabarrus Counties first Superior Court Judge by Gov. Scales succeeding Judge David Schenck.
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William died 28 June 1912 age 77 after he succumbed to a long illness and a second stroke. His funeral was at Central
Methodist Church in Concord. He is buried in the Montgomery family plot in Oakwood Cemetery Sect.. D-16. Also buried in
the family plot Sect. D-16 are two brother who also served as Confederate soldiers. Pvt. Charles Gaines Montgomery who had
served in Barbiere’s Cavalry Battalion, Goldsby’s Mounted Infantry an Alabama military unit and Capt. George Wilcox
Montgomery Co F “Trojan Regulators”, 44th NC Infantry Regiment. He had two other brothers that had died in the war.

Cabarrus County Register of Deeds:
Joseph Young held this office from 1872 to 1878.
Joseph Campbell Young, born 14 August 1820, Cabarrus County. Enlisted 19 April 1861 in Co A “Cabarrus Guards”, 20th NC
Infantry Regiment and rose to the rank of 2" Lt. Married Rosanna N. Martin in January 1847, Cabarrus County. They had two
sons, Robert L. and John Martin Young. His occupations were farmer, surveyor, deputy sheriff, Cabarrus County Register of
Deeds, and civil engineer. Joseph “John” died 6 March 1892. Both he and his wife Rosanna are buried in Oakwood Cemetery,
Sect. D-17.

Clerk of Superior Court:
James C. Gibson held this office from 1872 to 1878. Born in Concord 2 November 1840 to Dr. Edmund R. and Elizabeth Phifer
Gibson. Pvt. James C. Gibson served in Co A “Cabarrus Guards”, 20t NC Infantry. Enlisted 1 May 1861 Concord. On 14
September 1862 he and many other members of the “Cabarrus Guards” were captured at Fox’s Gap, Maryland, sent to Ft.
McHenry, Maryland, transferred to Ft. Monroe, Virginia where he was paroled and exchanged on 3 October 1862. He returned
to service in Co A and was wounded later in October 1862 at South Mountain, Virginia. Sent to the Chimburazo Hospital No. 4
in Richmond. The 20t NC was also at Gettysburg where his brother Lt. William Henry Gibson, Co A, 33" NC Infantry who was
killed in the Pettigrew — Trimble Charge, aka Pickett’s Charge, against Cemetery Ridge, Gettysburg on 3 July 1863. He is buried
in the Confederate Section of the Hollywood Cemetery, Richmond, VA. On 9 April 1865, James was with the “Cabarrus Guards”
at Appomattox, Virginia when Robert E. Lee surrendered. After the war James married Elizabeth Puryear of Yadkin County. In
addition to being the Clerk of Superior Court of Cabarrus County he also farmed. After leaving office in 1878 he acquired his
Law license and practiced law and was involved in banking. They had two children, Richard Puryear Gibson and Ellen Gibson
Macrae. James died on 10 November 1900 and he and his family are buried in Oakwood Cemetery, Sect. D-49.

Cabarrus County Treasurer:
Josiah Stanhope Fisher was the Cabarrus County Treasurer who administered the $30,000 cost of building the new courthouse
and jail. Josiah was born 14 April 1836 in Concord to Daniel and Leah Faggart Fisher. His father Daniel is buried in the Holy
Trinity Lutheran Cemetery in Mt. Pleasant and his mother Leah Faggart Fisher is buried in the Old Lutheran Cemetery in
Concord. Josiah is the grandson of Jacob Faggart Jr. and Margaret Barbara Bost Faggart. He is the great grandson of Jacob
Fegert “Faggart” who came from Germany “Prussia” and who was one of the three founders of St. John’s Lutheran Church and
also a Revolutionary War Patriot. He is the great grandson of Pvt. Paul Elias Bost a Revolutionary War soldier. Josiah is great
great grandson of Johannes Wilhelm Bost from Germany “Prussia” who was the first Bost to come to Mecklenburg / Cabarrus
County. Johannes is buried at St. John’s Lutheran. During the war Josiah served as a Sergeant in Co G, 2" NC Junior Reserves
CSA a Home Guard company. Josiah would later marry Laura Plunkett and they would have four children, two of whom died at
a very early age. Josiah had eleven brothers and sisters. Five of his brothers also served during the war. Pvt. Caleb Alexander
Fisher, Co E, 4th Regt. NC Cav., 59t NC State Troops, Cpl. John Valentine Fisher, Co H “Cabarrus Phalanx”, 8t" NC Infantry, Pvt.
Ephraim Lewis Fisher, Co F 5t Regt. NC Cavalry, 63" Regt. Vols., Pvt. Daniel Francis Fisher, Co F, 5t" Regt. NC Cavalry, 63" Regt.
Vols., Pvt. Henry Wilson Fisher, Co F “Cabarrus Rangers”, 15t NC Regt. Cavalry, 9t NC State Troops. Josiah died on 23 April 1903
and both he and Laura and their children are buried in the Oakwood Cemetery, Sect. B-33.

James McDonald —

James G. McDonald born 20 October 1836 in Columbia, South Carolina to John and Caroline Dungan McDonald. John
McDonald and his family moved to Concord in 1841 from Newberry, South Carolina where he was a Supernatant of a cotton
mill to become the Supernatant of the first cotton factory in Cabarrus County, the Concord Steam Cotton Factory which was
built in 1839 which was located at the end of North Union Street, corner of Buffalo and North Church Street. In 1859 James’
father John purchased the mill from Robert Washington Allison, Gen. Paul Barringer, Daniel Moreau Barringer the son of Gen.
Barringer, and John T. Phifer and renamed the mill “John McDonald & Sons Steam Cotton Factory”. John’s sons in addition to
James are Charles who is buried in Oakwood Cemetery and Edmond who is buried in Memorial Garden. James McDonald, the
oldest son, worked in the family cotton mill business. The mill fell on hard times during and after the war. In 1877 the mill was
sold to Capt. John Milton Odell and the named changed to Odell — Locke Cotton Mill. Capt. John M. Odell served in the war as
the Captain of Co N, 22" NC Infantry. The home of Capt. Odell still stands at the corner of North Union Street and Buffalo.

In 1875 when construction began on the new Cabarrus County Courthouse, James G. McDonald served as one of the three men
who made up the building committee. Sometime after the completion of the courthouse in 1876 James and his wife Mary left
Concord and moved to Charlotte. James died on 1 July 1914 in Charlotte and Mary died on 4 September 1919, both at the age
of 77 years. They are buried in the EImwood Cemetery in Charlotte. James’ father John was born 31 January 1812 in
Hunterdon County, New Jersey and died in Concord on 22 April 1882, age 71. His mother Caroline Dungan McDonald was born
1 March 1812 in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania and died 8 April 1899, age 77, in Concord. Both John and Caroline are buried in
Oakwood Cemetery. They were the parents of 9 children. One of their daughters, May McDonald, born 1847 in Concord, died
1915 in Concord, buried Oakwood Cemetery was never married. She lived with her two bachelor brothers Charles and Edmond
keeping house for them. James G. McDonald had moved to Charlotte, NC and died there on 1 Jul 1914, age 77, and is buried in
the EImwood Cemetery, Charlotte, Mecklenburg County, NC.

W. A. Patterson -

William Allen Patterson was born in Cabarrus County on 24 March 1826 to Alexanderson and Jemima Martin Patterson who
were from China Grove, Rowan County, North Carolina. In 1850 William married Laura Albertine Suther who was born in
Cabarrus County on 9 March 1833 to David and Sophia Rosina Cress who are both buried in the Old Lutheran Cemetery in
Concord. On 26 July 1861 William enlisted in Co C “Cabarrus Hornets” 33" NC Infantry Regiment. Co C was mustered into to

service in Raleigh at Camp Mangum on 31 October 1861. William was appointed 2" Lt. in Co C “Cabarrus Hornets” on 1

January 1862. William’s occupation after the war was a carpenter with his father —in-law David Suther.

William died 5 July 1892 in Concord at the age of 66. He and Laura are buried in Oakwood Cemetery Sect. B-51.
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May 5, 1892 “They Shall Not Be Forgotten”

Cabarrus County 1892 Confederate Memorial

On 5 May 1892, sixteen years after the new Cabarrus County Courthouse opened a monument was placed and dedicated on
the courthouse grounds. This granite monument in eight pieces, weighing 25,000 pounds, at the cost of $900, paid for through
donations by the citizens of Cabarrus County was dedicated. A crowd estimated at 5,000 was present as the Cabarrus Black
Boys Drum Corp played and the crowd sang “America, my country! Tis of thee, sweet land of liberty of thee | sing”. Dr. C.M.
Payne gave the invocation. The inscription of the memorial reads - “IN MEMORIUM THIS MONUMENT IS ERECTED TO THE
MEMORY OF THE CONFEDERAE DEAD OF CABARRUS COUNTY, N.C.” “WITH GRANITE AND MARBLE AND BRANCH OF THE
CYPRESS THE EMBLEM OF PEACE SHALL THY SLUMBER ENSHRINE. THEN TAKE THIS MEMUMENT TIS ALL WE CAN OFFER.

OH DRAVE OF OUR COMRADE THIS TRIBUTE IS THINE”. *Ref. The Standard Concord, NC Thursday May 12, 1892 Newspaper

Recognition was given to the officers of the local camp of “UCV” United Confederate Veterans and Judge W.J. Montgomery,
Superior Court Judge, who himself served as a Major in the Confederate Army 1861 — 1862. William James Montgomery
enlisted Albemarle, Stanly County, NC as a Captain in Co D “Stanly Yankee Hunters”, 28th NC Vol. Infantry on 29 July 1861 age 25
years. On 12 July 1862 he was promoted to Major. On 17 October 1862 he resigned his commission due to health problems.
Judge Montgomery was also known as Lt. Col. Montgomery for the elected rank he held in the North Carolina State Division of
the “UCV” United Confederate Veterans. Elected ranks within the “UCV” were respected and held in high esteem by the
communities in which these men lived. Col Montgomery was referred to and his name called by the rank he held.

Judge “Col.” Montgomery was appointed Cabarrus Counties first Superior Court Judge by Governor Scales in June 1885. He was
the husband of Lucy M. Richmond and they had eight children. When Lucy died in 1921, age 74 years, her death certificate lists
her occupation as “Lady”. Judge Montgomery died in Concord on 28 June 1912 age 77. He is buried along with his wife and
family members in the Oakwood Cemetery, Sect. D-16.

Major William McKendree Robbins of Statesville gave the keynote address. Major Robbins from North Carolina had served
during the war in the 4t Alabama Light Infantry 1861 — 1865. As an attorney who had practiced law in both Salisbury and
Statesville, he had also served in the North Carolina Senate 1868 — 1872, the U.S. House of Representatives 1872 — 1879, and
was appointed by Pres. Grover Cleveland in 1894 to be the southern commissioner on the Gettysburg Battle Field Commission
established to develop the Gettysburg National Battlefield Park. He served on the commission until his death in 1905. He is
buried in the Oakwood Cemetery, Statesville, Iredell County, North Carolina.

On May 5, 1892 when the Confederate Memorial was dedicated the city officials of the Town of Concord were:

Mayor — William Gaston Means buried Oakwood Sect. C-87

Chief of Police —John Lawson Boger buried Oakwood Sect. D-35 Years of service as Chief: 1883-1886, 1892-1899, 1903-1913.
City Clerk & Treasurer —James Clarence Fink buried Oakwood Sect. D-18

Commissioners:

Capt. William Propst a Confederate Veteran Co F, 57t NC Infantry wounded Gettysburg, captured three time and held POW
buried Oakwood Sect. B-11

Hugh Irwin Woodhouse buried Oakwood Sect. D-30

Capt. Charles McDonald a Confederate Veteran Co A “Cabarrus Guards”, 20t NC and later a Commissary Officer who with his
father owned and ran the Concord Cotton Mill which in 1879 had a new owner Capt. John Milton Odell who renamed the mill
Odell Locke Cotton Mill. Charles McDonald became the Mayor of Concord in 1893 and is buried in Oakwood Sect. A-67
William Robert Odell son of Capt. John Milton owner of Odell Locke Cotton Mill. William and John are buried Oakwood Sect. D-
Odell Family Vault.

CPFT?

CPFT = Child Protection & Fatality Team

In Cabarrus County, it has made sense to combine
both teams. Thus, we combined with the goal of
becoming one of the top CPFTs in the state.

A focus 1s on examining the deaths of children in the
county during the previous calendar year.

We discuss each case and ponder ways that the deaths
could have been prevented and look at issues county
wide that lead to better protection of our children.

We are mandated by G.S. 7B 1407

An interdisciplinary group of community
representatives who meet regularly to promote a
community-wide approach to the problem of child
abuse and neglect.
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The Cabarrus County Child Protection/Child Fatality Review team pursuant to NCGS 7B-1407 is comprised of the following members:

The director of the county department of social services and a member of the director's staff: We have multiple DHS workers who attend, but the Director can
officially assign whoever she wants to attend from DHS. She has the authority to do this.

A local law enforcement officer, appointed by the board of County Commissioners: One law enforcement agency does not speak for other law enforcement agencies thus the
representatives from each agency are:
i.  Cabarrus County Sheriff’s Office: Andrew Kelly
ii. Kannapolis Police Department: Glenn Tingen
ili. = Concord Police Department: Benjamin Little
An attorney from the District Attorney's office, appointed by the District Attorney; Ashlie Shanley with Kisha Scott as backup.

The executive director of the local community action agency, as defined by the Department of Health and Human Services: Ann Benfield serves from the Cabarrus Partnership
for Children as does Starla Hatley

The superintendent of each local school administrative unit located in the county, or the superintendent's designee; Amy Jewell and Doug Carr from CCS serve and McKenzie
Wolford and Jennifer Baucom serve from KCS. Keshia Sandidge also serves from the Board of Education.

A member of the county board of social services, appointed by the chair of that board; We need to appoint this person. This is the only unfilled seat.
A local mental health professional, appointed by the director of the area authority; Sonja Bohannon Thacker LCSW and Paula Yost LCMHC.

The local guardian ad litem coordinator, or the coordinator's designee; Rachel Grossman-Zack’s replacement

The director of the local department of public health; and Erin Shoe has designated Amanda Prevette from CMARC;

A local health care provider, appointed by the local board of health. Dr. Easterday, CHA’s medical director, Dr. Robert Silver (NICU Director), and Dr. Nicole Barrett from
the Children’s Advocacy Center. All of are critical. We often review fetal death that occurred in the NICU only and Dr. Barrett is our abuse expert.
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(c¢) In addition, a Local Team that reviews the records of additional child fatalities shall include
the following five additional members:

1.An emergency medical services provider or firefighter, appointed by the board of county
commissioners; Kara Clarke of EMS

2.A district court judge, appointed by the chief district court judge in that district; Judge Nate

Out of the total amount of cases accepted 147 of
them had substance abuse allegations and out of
those 15 cases alleged opiate use.

Appointments - Blended Community Child Protection Team (CCPT)/Child Fatality
Prevention Team (CFPT)

BRIEF SUMMARY:
Community Child Protection Teams (hereafter, CCPT) were established as one means for

the state and local communities to form a partnership to strengthen child protection. The
duties and responsibilities of the CCPT are contained in 10A NCAC 70A .0201 and are
driven by federal statute, namely The Federal Child Abuse Prevention and Treatment Act
(CAPTA). One of those requirements established by the federal law was the establishment of
Citizen Review Panels. The purpose of these panels is to provide new opportunities for
citizens to play an integral role in ensuring that states are meeting their goals of protecting
children from abuse and neglect. In 1997, North Carolina designated the CCPT as its Citizen
Review Panel. In North Carolina, each CCPT reviews active child welfare cases, fatalities,
and other cases brought to the team for review. The purpose of the case reviews is to identify
systemic deficiencies in child welfare services or resources. Once identified, teams develop
strategies to address the gaps in the child welfare system within the county and report to the
state areas of concern that warrant action by the state. Teams promote child well-being
through collaboration. CCPT also promote child well-being through public awareness.

The CCPT is an interdisciplinary group of community representatives, who meet regularly to

promote a community-wide approach to the problem of child abuse and neglect. The CCPT
is not a Department of Social Services (DSS) team and is county specific. The CCPT shall
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consist of representatives of public and nonpublic agencies in the community that provide
services to children and their families and other individuals who represent the diversity of the
community.

A Child Fatality Review Team is convened by the State to conduct a fatality review whenever
there is a suspicion abuse or neglect has contributed to a child's death and a county
Department of Social Services (hereafter, DSS) has had contact through its child welfare
programs with the child or family within the 12 months preceding the child’s death. The
purpose of the review is to enable the Division, the county DSS, state and local agencies,
and the local community to identify important issues related to child protection and to take
appropriate action to improve our collective efforts to prevent child fatalities. The review
process is a collaborative, multi-disciplinary effort that involves representatives of the Review
Team as outlined in statute. The Review Team issues a formal, public report designed to
stimulate system improvements. Whenever a person is criminally charged in the fatality, the
report is reviewed by the local District Attorney to ensure that its content does not interfere
with any criminal investigation or prosecution.

Cabarrus County has consistently operated a blended CCPT/CFPT, which is permissible
(and beginning 2025 will become a requirement). The purpose of this action is to present
individuals for consideration to the BOC for the seats on the blended team that are required
by statute to be appointed by the BOC.

BRIEF SUMMARY:
Request to move funds of $168,000 from the Ambulance Revenue (00162730-6613) to
Medical Supplies (00192730-9360) for FY24.

We have just been made aware of a significant change in the way we acquire our
medications. Historically, we have acquired medications from Atrium at the completion of
individual calls. Last week we were made aware this process will end on June 30, 2024. This
is a result of some changes within pharmaceutical policies, not a result of anything happening
locally. The problem comes with predicting the funding needs. While purchasing from Atrium,
we were able to benefit from the bulk purchasing power of Atrium. We have the capabilities at
HQ to accommodate this need.

The Bound Tree monthly average is $22,800.00. We still have 5 months left due to being
behind in invoices, which equates to needing $114,000.00.

Atrium PO may have a surplus of about $25,000.00 based on usage so far.
Everything else has averaged $13,342.00 per month.
Four months remain, equating to $53, 368.00 needed.

The Total needed is $167,368.00 + keep the Atrium as is, in case needed.

BRIEF SUMMARY:

The Department of Social Services requires legal representation, which has been provided
for several years through a contract with Hartsell & Williams. However, due to various
considerations, County staff proposes a return to in-house legal support for the department.
This shift aims to enhance accessibility, reduce costs, and afford greater control over this
critical function.

Two options were presented at the Work Session for the Board’s consideration option 1)
hiring two attorneys and gradually eliminating use of contracted legal services for DSS
programs and option 2) hiring one attorney to manage two of the three DSS programs, while
continuing use of contracted legal services for the third program.

If approved, staff commits to collaboratively work with Hartsell & Wiliams to develop an
effective transition plan. The position will be promptly posted and filled to ensure a seamless
transition.

In the current fiscal year, where Hartsell & Williams will continue rendering services, costs
associated with the in-house position will be covered from lapsed salary. Following the
conclusion of the contract on June 30, 2024, funds will be included in the FY25 budget.

BOARDS, COMMITTEES, COMMISSIONS AND AUTHORITIES

The Cabarrus County Board of Commissioners makes appointments to a humber of boards,
committees, commissions and authorities. All citizens of Cabarrus County are encouraged to
volunteer to serve on these boards/committees. To obtain an application for appointment or for
more information, please contact the Clerk to the Board, at the Governmental Center, 65 Church
Street, SE, Concord, or call (704) 920-2109. The application may also be downloaded from the
County’s website at www.cabarruscounty.us.

A listing of the boards/committees is as follows:

ACTIVE LIVING AND PARKS COMMISSION
This commission advises on parks and recreation needs of County residents and assists the
Parks Department in planning facilities and operational activities. The 11-member
commission includes a representative from each of the 7 planning areas (Concord, Eastern,
Kannapolis, Central, Midland, Northwest Cabarrus and Harrisburg), 2 at-large
representatives, 1 representative from the Cabarrus School Board and 1 representative from
the Kannapolis School Board. Appointments are for terms of three years.

ADULT CARE HOME COMMUNITY ADVISORY COMMITTEE

This committee seeks to maintain the intent of the Adult Care Home Residents Bill of Rights
and to promote community involvement with the homes (homes for the aged, family care
homes and homes for developmentally disabled adults). Members cannot be employed by
an adult care home nor have any financial interest, directly or indirectly, in an adult care
home. Immediate family of an adult care home resident in Cabarrus County cannot serve on
the committee. Initial appointment is for a term of one year with successive appointments of
three-year terms.

AGRICULTURAL ADVISORY BOARD
The Agricultural Advisory Board is designed to implement the provisions of the Voluntary
Agricultural District Ordinance. The Board is charged with accepting applications to the
voluntary agricultural districts, promoting the enhancement of agriculture in our county, and
assisting the Cabarrus County Commissioners with information and positions regarding
decisions impacting agricultural production in our county.

BOARD OF EQUALIZATION AND REVIEW
This board: (1) reviews the tax lists of the county for the current year to assure that all
property is listed and appraised accurately; (2) hears any property owner's appeal
concerning the value assigned to his property (or that of others); and (3) has the authority to
make adjustments necessary to bring the valuation into line with the standards established
by law. Members serve three-year terms.

CABARRUS COUNTY PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION

This commission serves a key role in shaping the future development of the county as it
reviews subdivisions, assists in area plans, and makes land use decisions, some of which
are forwarded to the Board of Commissioners. The commission also serves as the Board of
Adjustment that hears and decides appeals of decisions by the Zoning Enforcement Officer,
and grants special use permits/variances. Members include a representative from each of
the 7 planning areas (Concord, Midland, Central, Eastern, Harrisburg, Kannapolis and
Northwest Cabarrus), 2 at-large representatives and 3 Alternate members. Appointments
are for terms of three years.

CENTRALINA WORKFORCE DEVELOPMENT BOARD
This group serves as the governing body for a variety of programs and their plans, including
the Job Training Partnership Act, Work First (JOBS) welfare and placement programs, the
Older Worker Americans Act Job Training and Employment Program, etc. The County
Commissioners appoint 4 persons representing Education, Organized Labor and the Private
Sector (2) to serve on this six-county, 20-member board. Appointments are for terms of two
years.

CONCORD PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION
The Commission guides, reviews and regulates land developments within and around the
boundaries of the City of Concord. The County Commissioners appoint one member who
resides in Concord’s extraterritorial jurisdiction area for a term of three years.

HARRISBURG FIRE ADVISORY BOARD
The Harrisburg Fire Advisory Board advises the Town Council, Town Administrator and the
Fire Chief on matters of policy, administration and operations. The board tracks the progress
of the Harrisburg Fire Department’s key objectives as outlined in the annual report, reviews
the Department’s By-Laws on an annual basis, and recommends changes to the Town
Council for final approval.

HARRISBURG PLANNING AND ZONING BOARD
This board reviews, regulates development within and around the boundaries of the Town of
Harrisburg and hears and decides on appeals of zoning within the Town’s jurisdiction. The
County Commissioners appoint one person who resides in the extraterritorial jurisdiction of
the Town to serve for a term of three years.

HOME AND COMMUNITY CARE BLOCK GRANT ADVISORY COMMITTEE
This advisory committee assists the Department of Aging with the development of the
County Aging Funding Plan through the Home and Community Care Block Grant for Older
Adults. The committee is composed of potential public and private providers of aging
services, elected county officials, older adults and representatives of other aging interests in
the county.

HUMAN SERVICES ADVISORY BOARD
This board is appointed by the Board of Commissioners to advocate, advise and consult
regarding services within the Department of Human Services. The board is composed of five
members who are appointed for three-year terms.

In the first year of organization, the terms will be staggered with three members appointed to
October 20, 2020
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three-year terms and two members appointed to two-year terms.

INDUSTRIAL FACILITIES AND POLLUTION CONTROL FINANCING AUTHORITY
This authority provides for the issuance of revenue bonds to aid in financing (1) industrial
and manufacturing facilities which provide job opportunities or better ways to help alleviate
unemployment and raise below-average manufacturing wages and (2) pollution control
facilities for industries. The 7-member authority meets as needed. Appointments are for
terms of six years.

JURY COMMISSION
This commission is responsible for compiling the jury lists for the Courts. The Board of
Commissioners appoints one member for a term of two years to the 3-member commission.

JUVENILE CRIME PREVENTION COUNCIL
The council plans for the needs of adjudicated and at-risk youth and assesses the need for
delinquency treatment and prevention services in Cabarrus County. The 25-member council
is made up of a variety of judicial and public agency representatives as well as seven at-
large members. Appointments are for terms of two years.

LIBRARY BOARD OF TRUSTEES
The board advises the County Commissioners on matters relating to the Cabarrus County
Library system, including the planning of programs, policies, facilities and budgetary matters.
The seven-member board includes representatives selected from the areas of Concord (one
member appointed by the Concord City Council and one member appointed by the County
Commissioners), Mt. Pleasant, Harrisburg, Midland, and Kannapolis (2). Appointments are
for terms of three years.

MOUNT PLEASANT PLANNING BOARD AND BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT
This board guides, reviews, regulates land development within and around the boundaries of
the Town of Mt. Pleasant and hears and decides on appeals of zoning within the Town’s
jurisdiction. The Board of Commissioners appoints two persons who reside within the
Town’s extraterritorial jurisdiction area for terms of three years.

NURSING HOME COMMUNITY ADVISORY COMMITTEE

This committee seeks to maintain the intent of the Nursing Home Residents Bill of Rights for
those persons residing in nursing homes, works to ensure appropriate conditions within the
nursing homes and promotes community involvement with those homes. Members cannot
be employed by a nursing home nor have any financial interest, directly or indirectly, in a
nursing home. Also, no immediate family of a nursing home resident in Cabarrus County
can serve on the committee. Initial appointments are made for terms of one year with
successive appointments of three years.

PUBLIC HEALTH AUTHORITY OF CABARRUS COUNTY
The authority seeks to enhance public/private health care partnerships, stabilize county
dollars going to support health services, and to provide consolidation and long range
planning for health services. It also acts as the local board of health and is charged to protect
and promote the public health of the citizens of Cabarrus County. Membership is as follows:
Member or designee of the Board of County Commissioners; Member of the Cabarrus
County Medical Society; Member of the Cabarrus Physicians Organization; Member or

designee of the CMC-NorthEast Medical Center Board of Trustees; and three members
from the general public not affiliated with the above organizations, but recommended by the
nominees of those organizations.

REGION F AGING ADVISORY COMMITTEE
This committee advises the Centralina Council of Governments (COG) staff and COG Board
on area plans for the aging within the nine-county region. County Commissioners appoint
three members and one alternate to the 26-member regional committee. The appointments
are for terms of two years except for the alternate appointment, which is a one-year term.

ROWAN-CABARRUS COMMUNITY COLLEGE (RCCC) BOARD OF TRUSTEES
This board governs the operation of the community college according to State law. The
Cabarrus County Board of Commissioners makes two four-year appointments to the Board
of Trustees.

SENIOR CENTERS ADVISORY COUNCIL
The Senior Centers Advisory Council aids in determining senior citizen activities to be
provided by the County as well as activities and operations at the senior centers. The
council is comprised of 11 members who work closely with the Active Living and Parks
Department and Senior Center staff. Appointments are for three-year terms.

TOURISM AUTHORITY

This 9-member board is charged with the development of tourism, tourist-related events,
facilities and other activities that serve to increase the amount of tourism in the County. The
Board of Commissioners appoints membership as follows: Three members, including a
County Commissioner and/or County Manager; three members from recommendations
submitted by the Cabarrus County Tourism Authority; and three members from
recommendations submitted by the Cabarrus Regional Chamber of Commerce.
Appointments are for terms of three years.

TRANSPORTATION ADVISORY BOARD
This board works to advance coordination between the County and human service agencies,
to monitor transportation services and to advise the Board on issues related to human
service transportation policy matters. Members include representatives from the
Department of Social Services, Cabarrus Health Alliance, Department of Aging, Cabarrus
EMS, L.ILF.E. Center, Cabarrus Workshop, Healthy Cabarrus, Head Start, Piedmont
Behavioral Healthcare and a representative of the visually impaired in the county.

WATER & SEWER AUTHORITY OF CABARRUS COUNTY

The Water and Sewer Authority (WSACC) was established in 1992 by Cabarrus County and
the four municipalities for the purpose of planning, constructing, owning, operating and
maintaining water and sewer facilities in Cabarrus County. Membership of the board is as
follows: two members appointed by Cabarrus County; two members appointed by the City of
Concord; two members appointed by the City of Kannapolis; one member appointed by the
Town of Harrisburg; one member appointed by the Town of Mt. Pleasant; and one at-large
member appointed by Cabarrus County with the advice of the municipalities. Appointments
are for terms of three years.
